HIGHWAYS
I’m pleased to let you know that a full resurfacing of the fosseway just before the Broadwell turning all the way down to Little Barrow Lodge, from Stow, which is halfway towards Longboroough. This will takeplace at night for six nights starting on the 12th March. 

I’ve also been lobbying for well over a couple of years for a proper full resurface on the section of the Fosseway between the Hospital in MOretona nd the first mini roundabout, because patching is not working and I’m delighted for us all that its finally been approved. A full resurface will start on 20th March for 6 nights, at night 8pm-7am, so no traffic lights and no daytime gridlock.

I’m also pleased that we have funding for full resurfacing of the A424 Burford Road, which will also take place at night for six nights starting on the 17th March, although no night work will take place at weekends for all projects.

I’m glad we have got GCC to invest up here in our area. I’ll of course be pushing for more, and as always please, please call me or email me about roads you really think need attention.

POTHOLES
